When David was asked to develop a choir within the ORW he was happy to agree
providing the women could identify some community servicé difficult when you are
serving a sentenc€athe had visited Sunflower Hous@nd suggested that they sing via
Skype for the chilcen of Sunflower House. Thus began a relationship between the women ar
the children. Once a month the women sing for the children, the children sing back, and thet
they sing together. The women started making gifts for the children both in Sunflower House
and the community hospice programme; knitting, crocheting, painting, sewing and crafting.
They make puppets and other items to express their singing and to give the children joy.
